In export transactions, companies are exposed to various risks related to accounts receivable,
including commercial risks such as payment delays and buyer insolvency, as well as political
and country risks such as foreign exchange remittance restrictions, war, and import controls.
ECGC is a public institution that provides export credit insurance covering such risks in
connection with export transactions and receivables in India, and its insurance schemes can
serve as a practical and effective risk management tool for Japanese companies’ local
subsidiaries.

ECGC currently supports around 7,000 distinct exporters through direct credit insurance covers
and around 8,000 exporters through credit insurance covers issued to banks. ECGC
commands around 70% market share in the export credit insurance industry in India. ECGC
has 46 branch offices and 4 regional offices across India’'s major export centers.

Recently, ECGC has launched its revamped state-of-the-art ERP system and Client Portal (BIZ
Services) on August 16, 2024, to integrate and manage core business processes and functions
across ECGC offices, and enhance customer satisfaction through a faceless interface
facilitating paperless processing.

During this seminar, we will provide an overview of ECGC’s export credit insurance products,
explain how insurance coverage can mitigate export receivables risks in practice, and
introduce the cooperative relationship between NEXI| and ECGC through reinsurance
arrangements.
